2. If you are selected as a finalist, you will be expected to appear for an interview by the Scholarship Selection Committee, on Friday, 18 March 2022, or 25 March 2022, the location to be determined.  You will be required to appear in uniform with all medals, ribbons and other awards.

3. Application must be submitted through the Senior JROTC Instructor and forwarded to POC no later than the suspense date. Only correctly completed applications and those meeting the criteria specified in the MOAA Scholarship Announcement and this Application will be considered.

4. Awards will be presented at a dinner on April 21, 2022; student and two family members may attend.
